GUIDELINES FOR COMPLETING THE APPLICATION
1. General:
· Submit Application to Mrs. Bagdonis in the office by due date for review by Faculty Council.  
· Packages received after the due date will NOT be considered for NHS this school year.
· Recommendations can be brief but have them be specific.
· Any questions about the application process?  See or email Ms. Kalla or Mrs. Tresser.
· Electronic applications can be obtained through the RHAM homepage under the “Student” tab or by emailing the advisors.  

0. Activities/Community Service/Leadership
· Include dates.  
· Make it clear how often you do this activity and how long it takes.
· List everything you do – do not underrate yourself.
· Do not go back further than 9th grade unless you are still involved in this activity. 
· For community service activities, it is important to get as many signatures from adult sponsors as possible. Attach a letter if you have one.  It is not adequate to only get a parent’s signature.  
· If you use the same activity in more than one area (e.g. community service and leadership), please distinguish how the activity required you to participate in different capacities.  

0. The Description of your Leadership Essay (Section III, Part B)
· This can be more than one activity.  
· Leadership can be demonstrated by example, by positively influencing a few others, or by an explicit, recognized role or position that you hold.  
· The purpose of this written description is to allow you to better demonstrate your leadership to the committee. 

0. Letters of Recommendation
· 2 recommendations required – one from a teacher; one from an adult supervisor/coach of an organization where you participate.  
· Both letters should be sealed and signed by the sender across the seal
· Recommendations should be current, from within the past year.  
· Adults can use the recommendation form attached in the application packet or write their own letter of recommendation for you.  
· Do not use Middle School recommendations or letters from parents.  

CHECKLIST:  Only complete applications are sent to the faculty council for consideration.  

For your application to be complete, you must have submitted ALL of the following to Mrs. Bagdonis –Attendance Secretary – time-stamped by the end of the school day.
· This application- all sections neat and complete (4 pages) 
· A one page typed essay on leadership (See Section III, Part B)
· One letter of recommendation from a teacher (the teacher must sign, seal/sign across the seal, and return to you – it should be included in your packet)
· One letter of recommendation from another adult familiar with your community service/leadership (this should be sealed/signed across the seal and included with your packet)
